Vineyard:   Guadalupe, a 40-acre vineyard owned by Jim Stonebridge and Kathleen Boeve, is one of the oldest sites in the area.  Grapes were first planted in 1988 and Joel Myers and Vinetenders have managed the land since the beginning, directing the design, planting and management.  Situated at 450’ in elevation on the west slope of the Dundee Hills, the vineyard is comprised of sedimentary soil.








Tasting Notes:  The 2006 Siltstone Guadalupe Vineyard Pinot noir expresses bright cherry, with components of earth, mineral, and spice.








Vintage:  2006 vintage was the epitome of perfect conditions. From bloom to harvest, the weather was mild in spring, warm and dry with a few heat spikes during summer and cooling rains fell late in the growing season.  The 2006 vintage is something to enjoy now or cellar three to five years.
