Vineyard: The fruit for the 2007 Hyland Vineyard Pinot noir was sourced from Hyland Vineyard located in the McMinnville AVA nestled in the Coast Range foothills southwest of McMinnville. The vineyard rises from 600’ to just over 800’ in elevation on primarily south sloping bench-land volcanic soils. Joel Myers and Vinetenders have managed this 180 acre site since 2007. 





Tasting Notes: 2007 is the inaugural vintage for Siltstone Hyland Vineyard Pinot noir.  Expressing cherry, earth and spice on the nose, the palate follows with rose petal, fresh red fruits, baker’s chocolate, and vanilla. The long, elegant finish is matched with a well balanced acidity.





Vintage Notes:  Spring 2007 began cool and wet continuing until June’s warmth and near perfect bloom.  July and the most of August required vigilance in the vineyard to keep up with rapid growth.  Oregon’s unpredictable weather brought rain the end of August and into September.  Harvest progressed around rain storms throughout October.  The 2007 was a challenging vintage but the diligence of Joel Myers and his Vinetenders staff resulted in beautiful fruit.
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
