Pinot noir





Vineyard: Guadalupe, a 40-acre vineyard owned by Jim Stonebridge and Kathleen Boeve, is one of the oldest sites in the area.  Grapes were first planted in 1988 and Joel Myers and Vinetenders have managed the land since the beginning, directing the design, planting and management.  Situated at 450’ in elevation on the west slope of the Dundee Hills, the vineyard is comprised of marine sedimentary soil.





Tasting Notes: 2007 Siltstone Guadalupe Vineyard Pinot noir, while still young, shows an enticing combination of red fruits, especially cherry and raspberry, and classic cigar box with hints of cedar on the palate. 





Vintage Notes:  Spring 2007 began cool and wet continuing until June’s warmth and near perfect bloom.  July and the most of August required vigilance in the vineyard to keep up with rapid growth.  Oregon’s unpredictable weather brought rain the end of August and into September.  Harvest progressed around rain storms throughout October. The 2007 vintage proved challenging, but the diligence of Joel Myers and his Vinetenders staff resulted in beautiful fruit.  
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
