Vineyard: 2009 Siltstone Hyland Vineyard Riesling was sourced from Hyland Vineyard located in the McMinnville AVA nestled in the Coast Range foothills southwest of McMinnville. The vineyard rises from 600’ to just over 800’ in elevation on primarily south sloping bench-land volcanic soils. Joel Myers and Vinetenders has managed this 180 acre site since 2007.  








Tasting Notes:  This wine has a very subtle introduction, with peach and honey elements on the nose.  This profile carries into the mouth, with hints of green apple and stone fruit.  A light, clean body and crisp finish make this a classic Oregon dry Riesling.





Vintage Notes:  2009 exemplified perfect conditions for ripening.  September was punctuated by rain and heat spikes and moved into cooler, more normal temperatures as harvest approached. Harvest began the end of September and the weather remained optimum through the end of October.  The result was excellent fruit balance and full flavor development.
