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2009 Siltstone Guadalupe Vineyard Pinot gris





Vineyard:  Guadalupe, a 40-acre vineyard owned by Jim Stonebridge and Kathleen Boeve, is one of the oldest sites in the area.  Grapes were first planted in 1988 and Joel Myers and Vinetenders have managed the land since the beginning, directing the design, planting and management.  Situated at 450’ in elevation on the west slope of the Dundee Hills, the vineyard is comprised of sedimentary marine soil.





Tasting Notes The 2009 Siltstone Guadalupe Pinot gris opens with a warm, floral nose with notes of fresh-cut lemon and yellow stone fruits.  The wine presents a full body, with the presence of peach and spice.  On the palate, it carries a good complexity and culminates with a smooth finish.  An example of what great Pinot gris can be vinified in Oregon.





Vintage:  2009 exemplified perfect conditions for ripening.  September was punctuated by rain and heat spikes and moved into cooler, more normal temperatures as harvest approached. Harvest began the end of September and the weather remained optimum through the end of October.  The result was excellent fruit balance and full flavor development.
